VERY IMPORTANT - PLEASE READ CAREFULLY
The Texas Sawmill Festival is organized by the Community Chamber of Commerce of East Montgomery County (CCC OF
EMC).
CCC of EMC Chamber Members will have priority consideration for booth approval.
No Alcohol or Alcoholic beverages will be permitted at this event. NO GLASS BOTTLES will be permitted at this event.
Fee Payment must be made in full when submitting application.
Event participation is not guaranteed until the jury committee has reviewed and approved the vendor.
The Festival is a juried event, and CCC OF EMC reserves the right to decline vendors and/or products. CCC OF EMC will
return fees for any vendor that is declined by the jury committee.
Once accepted, an entrant is committed to the event 8 NO REFUNDS WILL BE MADE FOR ENTRANT
WITHDRAWAL OR WEATHER CANCELLATIONS. THERE ARE NO RAIN DATES FOR THIS EVENT.
Exhibitor applications will be reviewed on a first-come, first-served basis, and all exhibitors must provide samples or a
minimum of three good photos or slides of products to be sold, and one good photo or slide of the seller making the products
with their application. Photos of workshop, supplies, or works in progress required. If samples are to be returned, please
include return postage. All photos submitted become property of CCC OF EMC, which reserves the right to use any photos
provided for print or web publications with no royalties to be paid. Please email to info@communitychamberemc.com
Limited number of Artists per category. All product types to be sold must be listed on application. Pre-show inspection
of items and booths will be performed. Vendors with items violating contract terms WILL BE asked to remove them.
Booth spaces will be assigned on a first-come, first-served basis. If all booths have been assigned, a vendor may request to be
placed on the stand-by list.
Stand-by list vendors are required to pay booth fees in full at time of application. If a stand-by vendor is not assigned to a booth,
their booth fees will be refunded within 10 days following the event.
CCC OF EMC assumes no liability for damage, loss or theft of any vendor item or display.

The Festival is an outdoor event, vendors must provide any needed cover/canopy, and such cover must comply with and be
approved by CCC OF EMC. Vendors must supply a description and/or photograph of the cover to be used at their booth.
Electricity is available for a $20 additional charge. Please contact us if you plan to bring a generator. All generators must
have a decibel rating of 70dB or less. Battery operated lights are acceptable.

Vendors are responsible for providing their own tables, chairs, and display supplies. CCC OF EMC will not be able to provide
tables, chairs, or any other supplies, including shopping bags, pens, pencils, paper or sales books.

Art, Craft, Charity, Food, or Retail Vendor set-up will be on Saturday, April 16 from 6:30 AM to 9:30 AM. Vendors must
have their booth ready no later than 9:45 AM, and may NOT break down , remove displays. or bring in vehicles prior to
5:00 PM.

Entrant will transact all sales. There are no commissions

In order for vendors to collect sales tax on their items, the vendor is required to have a sales tax ID number issued by the state of
Texas. Vendor is responsible for obtaining all applicable licenses and permits relating to their product.

Vendors who will be providing food samples or preparing food items are responsible for obtaining the required health
permits no later than 14 days prior to the event or they will be subject to fines by the Montgomery County Health
Department. Food vendors may call (936) 539-7839 for information about attaining a food permit.

Food vendors must provide a minimum of two (2) trash receptacles with liners to be placed at either end of their
assigned area. Cans must be at least 32 gallons. Vendors are responsible for removing garbage from their trash
receptacles throughout the event.

Vendor is responsible for clean-up of booth area. Booth area should be left in the same condition as found. Vendors who do not
clean up their area may be banned from future CCC OF EMC events.

CCC OF EMC reserves the right to modify event rules and regulations at any time.
